We are excited about the 24/7 “Option Line" 
chat technology that provides women a safe and comfortable way to share their fears and get 
connected to help.  

Visitors receive straightforward messaging geared for key audiences: 
Women thinking they might be pregnant 
Women seeking information about the morning-after pill 
Women considering an abortion 
Specific guidance for boyfriends, friends, and family members of a woman facing an unplanned pregnancy.             
(All information is extensively referenced and accurate)  

Three out of four women who contact the CPC  website believe abortion may be their only option, but instead they receive 
information about positive alternatives and caring help in their community.   

We believe that abortion is often the result of a lack of resources, education, and support. We offer practical, compassionate 
ways to remove the barriers that cause women to choose abortion and provide the opportunity for every woman to make 
positive choices for herself and for her unborn children.

“Melissa” came to CPC with these words ringing in her ears, “If you are pregnant you have 
to get an abortion”.  She had been with her boyfriend for 2 ½ years, and she couldn’t 
understand why he didn’t want their baby.  He wasn’t the only one telling her to abort: his 
friends and even her friends were pressuring her to end her baby’s life.  She knew that if 
she didn’t have the abortion their relationship would be over and she would have to move 
out of her boyfriend’s place.   She slowly climbed CPC’s stairs. Her heart was heavy.  She 
didn’t know what to do about her pregnancy, or what she was doing here. 
 

In the counseling room Melissa shared all her hurts, her fears, and the pressures she was facing surrounding her pregnancy. 
She felt everyone was telling her she should have an abortion. She knew she did not want to.  The counselor listened as Melissa 
poured out her heart, and Melissa listened when the counselor explained about how much God loved her and had a plan for 
her and her baby. She learned that her baby already had a heartbeat, and found out her baby was growing every day. 
 

Melissa scheduled an ultrasound for the following week.  She was still unsure if she would choose to have an abortion or 
parent the baby.  Melissa and her boyfriend both attended the ultrasound, and were astonished to see how much their 10 
week old baby was moving.   Melissa asked the counselor to tell her boyfriend some details about abortion and what would 
happen to her and the baby.  When they left the Center, Melissa’s boyfriend told the counselor that he was “not ready to be a 
father,” and planned to push Melissa toward an abortion. 
 

Melissa’s counselor followed up with her over the next few weeks and learned that her mother and friends were going to 
support her if she chose to parent, but her boyfriend still wanted her to abort.  Melissa had not yet decided what she planned 
to do about her child.   A few weeks later Melissa’s counselor learned that she was planning to parent and was staying with 
friends.  Her boyfriend had followed through and kicked her out after she had chosen life for her child. 

 
Melissa enrolled in the Earn While You Learn education incentive program. At one of her sessions, she 
prayed with her counselor that God would help change her boyfriend’s heart towards their baby.  The next 
time Melissa came to the Center she was bursting with news and overflowing with joy.  Melissa had 
previously shared with her counselor that she had never really believed in prayer. She told her counselor 
that the day after they prayed her boyfriend had a full change of heart towards her and the baby.  Melissa 
and her counselor rejoiced over this father’s change of heart and soon after, they witnessed another 
miracle: Melissa’s boyfriend called the center requesting to enroll in the Dad’s Earn While You Learn 
program. 
 

Melissa and her boyfriend are both currently participating in  
Earn While You Learn where they are learning 

parenting skills, life skills, 
and  God’s plan for marriage and family.

Is Your Family A Candidate for a Support Home?   We receive numerous requests for housing for pregnant 
women. The circumstances of their homelessness are varied: 

She may be from an abusive home 
She lives in a home where a parent, husband, or boyfriend is seriously 
abusing drugs or alcohol 
She may have received an eviction notice 
Her parents have asked her to leave due to her pregnancy 
She could be in any stage of pregnancy (8 weeks to 8 months) 
She could have little or no income 

 
The community resources that are available are limited and because the demands are high, the requests fill 
up quickly.  CPC is looking for people who are interested in providing support homes to women in crisis 
pregnancy. 
 
What is a Support Home? 
Support homes are private, Christian homes that provide stability and care for a woman experiencing a crisis 
pregnancy. Homes provide temporary emergency shelter and transitional housing, some transportation 
needs, family support and peer counseling for teens and young women in crises pregnancies.  Our families 
seek to help clients discover the love of a family as well as the love of Jesus Christ.  Single women may also 
be eligible to provide support homes.
